On April 15th, we will be heading to The State Latin Convention.  Here is what you need to expect:

· Arrive at every competition early – know when and where your competition is!

· Compete to the best of your ability in every competition – Make Us Proud! 

What you need to bring:

· sleeping bag and pillow

· 2 towels

· toiletries (deodorant, tooth brush, etc.)

· $15 for lunch on Friday and Sunday
· three changes of clothes (you will get sweaty and dirty at some point), a change of 
shoes

· any medicine that you will need (prescription and/or allergy)

· a watch

What NOT to bring:

· jewelry or anything valuable

· iPods, other electronics (there will not be a TV for movies or games)

· Cleats (prohibited in activities)

· Food (we will take care of that)

Directions to Rock Eagle 

· From North Gwinnett, take Highway 20 past the Mall of Georgia

· Turn LEFT onto 316 East (the 316 intersection will be about 5 miles past I-85)

· Drive towards Athens (go about 35 miles – don’t quote me on this!)

· Just past the Oconee Connector, 316 increases from 2 to 3 lanes.  Get in the right hand lane
· This right lane will become a turn-only lane onto the Athens Bypass/Loop 10

· Get on Loop 10 and just a few exits later (no more than 1 or 2 miles), you will get off at the exit for Highway 441/129

· Get off Loop 10 at the 441/129 Exit and take a RIGHT onto 441/129

· Take 441 all the way to the intersection of 441/I-20 (30-40 min)

· Take a LEFT in order to stay on 441 (you can follow the signs, but there is also a Chic-fil-a in front of you and a auto parts store on the right – if you look left, you’ll see the McDonalds and other fast food signs)

· Eat at the fast food restaurant of your choice (whether you want the kids’ input is up to you), but you need to leave for Rock Eagle by 11:45 at the very latest.

· To go to Rock Eagle, continue down 441 (for example, you would take a left out of McDonalds) and drive for 15 minutes

· Rock Eagle is on the right side of the road.  There is a very large rock sign at this main entrance.

· Take a right onto Rock Eagle Road.  

· Follow it around the lake and take a right onto the road which leads to the convention center (see photo; our end-point is where it says “Oconee National Forest” )
· Once past the guard house, go straight until you reach the auditorium (on one side) and the big field (on the other side of the road, around which the road eventually circles).  Wait there for Mr. Yaggy and/or Mr. Hunter.
