LOWER LANGUAGE
1) Magister dicit: discipuli, aperite libros ad paginam ducentessimam trigessimam 

tertiam?  Qui est numerus paginae, Anglice?

(Response: 233)

Bonus A: The teacher wants students to turn to page 100?  What word will she use for 100 in the sentence:  Aperite libros ad paginam _________.

(response:  centessimam)

Bonus B: (This is a multiple choice question)

 How would you say 1528 in Latin?
a. mille quincentessimum viginti octo

b. Mille quingentum duodetriginta

c. Mille quingentum duodeviginti

2) In our readings we have come across a Senator whose name is “Salvius”.  What meaning does his name suggest?
(Responses may include: safety, salvation, greeting, welcome, health, guard, guardian, protection).

Bonus A: Name two different parts of speech that the term “libertus” is connected to etymologtically.

(Response: may include: liberare, liber, -a, um, liberalis, libertas)

Bonus B: What might you infer about someone whose cognomen was changed to “Felix”?
Responses may include: that he was happy, lucky, blessed, fortunate, fated well, etc.

3) Consider this description of a man, then respond to the question in Latin:  (read twice, slowly)

Procurator thermarum erat Lucius Marcius Memor, notissimus haruspex, homo obesus et ignavus.

Quaestio:  Qualis vir erat Lucius Marcius Memor?

(response: erat obesus et ignavus)

Bonus A: Describe, in English, Memor’s job.

(response: he was the manager of the baths; he was a very well known diviner/soothsayer).

Bonus B: What case is the word “thermarum”?  Response: genitive

4) Demonstrate nobis “deicere”.
Response: (a group member must throw something down, or jesture as if to)

Bonus A: Demonstrate nobis aliquid “grave”.

Response: (a group member must act out carrying something heavy, or point to a heavy object in the room).

Bonus B: Demonstrate nobis “sellam plenam”.

Response: a team member must sit in a chair (a full chair).

5) Translate this sentence literally, but in acceptable English:
Servus, a domino verberatus, ex oppido fūgit.  (explain that the u is long in fugit)

Response: The slave, (having been) beaten by the master, fled from the town.

Bonus A: What type participle is “verberatus”?

Response: Perfect (passive) participle

Bonus B: In this sentence, what case is domino in?

Response:  Ablative.

6) Responde Latine: Quis est Cogidubnus? (based on the assumption that all students in GCCC are also studying from CLC).

Response: Cogidubnus est rex Britannus (or Regnensium).

Bonus A: Quis est Salvius?

Response: Salvius est senator (or dominus multorum servorum).
Bonus B: Quis est Cephalus?

(Response: Cephalus est libertus haruspicis/Memoris).

7) You want to say: Memor hurried to kill Cogidubnus.  How would you say it?
Response:  Memor festinavit ut Cogidubnum interficeret (necaret, occideret).

Bonus A: What kind of ut clause have you used in the sentence above?

Response: Purpose

Bonus B: what form of the subjunctive have you used?

Response:  Imperfect subjunctive

8) Both of these sentences have subjunctive verbs.  Explain the difference in the two.

Memor festinavit ut Cogidubnum interficeret.

Memor rogavit cur Salvius clamaret.

Response:  The first is a purpose clause; the second an indirect question.

Bonus A: Translate the second sentence (re-read).

Response: Memor asked why Salvious shouted (was shouting).

Bonus B: If you were to excavate the direct question from this indirect question, how would it be expressed?

Response: Cur Salvius clamabat (clamavit)?

9) Consider how this Latin sentence begins:  Puella pulchra est, tamen . . . 
Explain what kind of information you must expect after tamen.

Response:  You should expect some contrasting information about the puella.

Bonus A: If the same sentence were: Puella pulchra est et . . .  What kind of information must you expect to follow.

Response:  You expect additional information about the girl.

Bonus B: What does this sentence need?  Postquam puer clamavit . . .

Response:  It needs a main clause, main action, etc.

10) I want to say in Latin:  Marcus wants to walk to the city.

Response:  Marcus ad urbem ambulare vult.  (word order not an issue)

Bonus A: Say in Latin:  Marcus can walk to the city.

Response: Marcus ad urbem ambulare potest.

Bonus B: Say in Latin: Marcus ought to walk to the city.

Response:  Marcus ad urbem ambulare debet.

11) Make the following sentence plural in all aspects:
Sacerdos statuam architecto ostendebat.

Response:  Sacerdotes statuas architectis ostendebant.

Bonus A: Make the following sentence singular in all aspects:

The shouts of the sick people had annoyed the soothsayers.
Response: Clamor aegroti haruspicem vexerat.

Bonus B: How would you say: Quintus had wanted to remain in the palace, but Salvius refused.

Response:  Quintus in aula manere voluerat, sed Salvius recusavit.

12) Responde latine, in sententia perfecta: Salvius olim centum viginti servos in fundo habebat, sed viginti duo eorum vendit.  Quot servi manebant?
Response:  Duodecentum servi manebant.

Bonus A: In the original question, what case is the word servorum in?


Response: genitive


Bonus B: Explain why servorum must be in the genitive case.

Response:  Genitive is used with numbers to express part of a whole (or anything 


remotely like this.

13) Your Latin teacher asks you a question beginning with the word “qualis”.  Is your teacher asking about the kind, the amount, or the location of a think or person?

Response: kind of thing or person

Bonus A: Your Latin teacher wants to ask about the amound of a thing or person.  What will the quesiton begin with?
Response:  quot

Bonus B: A question beginning with Utrum . . . let’s you know that your teacher is asking what kind of question?

Response: an either/or question.

14) If you wanted to ask where a person came from, which question word would you use: ubi, quo, or unde?

Response: unde = where (from)

Bonus A: If you wanted to know where a person was travelling to, which question word would you use: ubi, quo, or unde?

Response: quo = where (to)


Bonus B: What does ubi mean?


Response: where (at)

THE SCORE GOING INTO THE FINAL QUESTION IS…
15) If you read “nautae miserrimi”, what does the Latin mean in English?

Response: very unhappy/miserable/wretched sailors  (or most unhappy etc)

Bonus A: How would you say rather unhappy sailors or, the unhappier sailors?
Response:  nautae miseriores

Bonus B: Translate:  Nautae miseriores quam nos in nave manebant.

Response: Sailors more miserable than we were staying on the ship.
