TU #7: At a commissatio, who determined the amount of wine that was mixed with the water?
B1: If the host was not chosen as the arbiter bibendi, how did they decide who the master of drinking would be?
B2: In the sentence “I need more wine,” say in Latin “more wine.”

TU #8: This past Superbowl, the Saints defeated the Colts. In Roman numerals, what will next year's Superbowl be, if this year's was the 44th Superbowl?
B1: Using supero, superare to overcome, translate “Those men overcame the horses.”
B2: Now, say, “These horses had overcome the men.”
TU #9: What was the name of the Roman commander who held the consulship seven times and defeated the General Jugurtha?

B1: In what country was Jugurtha king?
B2: Name Marius’ enemy who earned the agnomen Felix?
TU #10: What derivative, meaning a place to put flowers, perhaps is originally derived from the Greek tholos, which means “round building”?  It also happens to be the name for a part of our brain and, as with many anatomical features, is exactly the same word in English and in Latin, meaning “inner chamber.”
B1: Despite having nothing to do with hair, what anatomical and sanguine feature derives its name from the Latin for “small hairs.”
B2: What anatomical feature of our lymphatic system derives its name from the Latin for “knot”?

B1: Which emperor was killed in the corridor of his palace along with his fourth wife Caesonia? 
B2: Which emperor was killed by a slave named Stephanus?
TU #13: When recognized, please perform the following command: “Surge et dīc Anglicē unde manē egressus es.”
B1: For your bonus, perform the following command: Surgite, et clāmate Anglicē ‘Nos sumus laetissimī!’ 
B2: Now, perform this command: Surgite et salite bis

TU #16: Pliny tells us that she had a son named Closter and originated the use of linen and nets, but she is more well-known for challenging Minerva to a weaving contest.   Name this arrogant mortal.







B1: During the contest, Minerva wove the scene of her victory over Neptune in order to name the city of Athens after her.  What did Arachne weave?


B2: When Minerva heard about Arachne’s boast, she visited Arachne in the form of an old woman, which is a theme in other myths as well.  For instance, Jupiter and Mercury dressed as old beggars spared an old couple who welcomed the pair into their home and treated to a banquet.  Name the pious old couple.

TU #17: Listen carefully to the following story, which I will read twice, and answer the question that follows: Nunc aetās magna et nova incipit.  Puer nascitur ac gens aurea venit.  Ille puer deōrum vitam accipiet deōsque vidēbit, et ipse vidēbitur ab illīs.  Mundum reget antiquīs virtutibus.  Remanēbunt tamen pauca scelera quae hominēs cingere murōs circum urbēs cogent.
