m. Includes the residence of the emperor

n. The senate house

o. In the valley between the Palatine and Aventine hills

p. Includes a Temple to Venus Genetrix, and finished by Augustus

q. Includes the Basilica Ulpia and a huge column commemorating the victory over the Dacians

r. In the Campus Martius; used as a cattle market and a vegetable market

s. Temple honoring twin brothers

t. Contained two sacred areas, one to the patron goddess of Rome and the genius of Rome
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
