Make one card for every vocabulary word found on the Vocabulary Checklist (last page 
of each stage).  

Match derivatives from the assigned exercise on the Word Study (page before Checklist) 
to the appropriate vocabulary words.  

If you are having trouble matching derivative to vocab word, Google whatever the 
English derivative is and “etymology”.  The Google results will show several web 
dictionary references for that word, most (if not all) of which will include the 
derivation from Latin.

Studying for a quiz:

1. Put all flashcards in a pile, with the ENGLISH facing UP (so you can’t see the Latin 
side).

2. Test yourself on each that you can identify the Latin word and any derivative 
applicable to the word.

3. If you miss one or both of these identifications, put the card back into the pile.  If you 
get it right, place it off to the side.

4. Continue until all cards are off to the side (you’ve correctly identified all of them).

5. Pick them up again and go through one more time ( THIS IS VERY IMPORTANT.

6. Download, print off, and take the vocabulary quiz from www.yaggyslatin.com 
(grading is easy… if there are 20 blanks and you get 19 correct, you earn 
19/20=95%).  Spelling counts on the Latin word and you must at least spell the 
derivative fairly accurately.
7.  Repeat until you earn a 100%.

If you do this every time, you will have a 90%+ average for 30% of your grade.
